The Level 2 Instructor’s Course provides information to existing archery instructors/experienced archers on the NTS, teaching techniques, safety, and reviews the Basic Instructor Course. The Intermediate Instructor Course is 16 hours long.

You are expected to know the parts of the bow and arrow and how to shoot archery. There is an entrance exam, about 30 minutes long, and you must pass with 70% or better to enter the class. The entrance exam covers the material in the Basic Instructor's Course (basic shooting technique, parts of the bow, range safety, etc.).

All Intermediate Instructor Candidates will receive the course materials and forms at the training.

The cost is $130 per person. Payment can be made in cash or check on the first day of the course. Certification requires membership in either USA Archery or the NFAA. A background check is required for certification. All forms are supplied at the training.
